Lombardini is returning to Sima, Paris’s international agricultural show, to present the most comprehensive range of low-powered diesel and petrol engines in the world. Lombardini is the European leader in the production of diesel engines up to 50kW, and the European distributor of the petrol engines of its parent company, Kohler, maintaining the same levels of quality, reliability and versatility that have always distinguished the products of this Italian company. Both families of engines feature a high level of customization which enables them to meet all the different needs of the market and to supply numerous applications in various industrial sectors including agricultural, constructional, electrical, automotive and marine.
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The Lombardini Range

15 LD, the most complete family of single cylinder air cooled engines, comprises 9 models in the power range 2.7 to 8.8 kW. Particularly suited to small agricultural applications and road compaction machines, the 15 LD family also offers the option of engines with silencers, or equipped with an innovative injection system which reduces noise and guarantees performance.
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Multi-cylinder air cooled. Engines with 2 and 3 cylinders in models 25 LD, 12 LD, 9 LD and 11 LD covering a power range of 12.0 to 30.9 kW. These are the best option in their market sector, offering durable performance, compactness and low maintenance costs. Widely used for applications such as motor-cultivators, small four-wheeled tractors, pumps and compressors.

The water-cooled engines of the FOCS (Full Overhead Control System) family are light and compact with a cast iron block and aluminium head. They are available in 2, 3 and 4 cylinder versions with power outputs from 4.0 to 26.0 kW, for use in all agricultural applications (tractors, professional lawn mowers, combine harvesters), industrial applications (motor sweepers, pressure washers), power generation and building (Rollers, Trench Rollers). In particular, the model LDW 502 (with aluminium block) is the most widely used model on the market for the motorization of mini-cars (vehicles that can be driven without a licence).
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Top of the range is the CHD (Compact Heavy Duty) family, engines with 3 or 4 cylinders including a Turbocharged version covering a power range of 29.5 to 47.0 kW. Easy to maintain by virtue of the system of adjustment of its hydraulic tappets, they are particularly suited to heavy applications such as tractors and mini-excavators.
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Completing the range are the power-train systems, or traction systems, comprising an engine, gearbox and CVT, including the CT-MOVE and the PWT 1003 Off-road. The former, comprising the LDW 442 engine, is the smallest two-cylinder engine with a common rail injection system, specifically designed to improve motorisation of mini-cars in order to ensure better performance in terms of power and the reduction of vibrations, while complying with present and future stricter emission regulations. The latter propulsion group, from 19.5kW at 3600 r.p.m., is designed for motorization of Recreational Products (quad bikes), ATVs (all terrain vehicles) and UTVs (utility vehicles).

The KOHLER Range

The Kohler range of petrol engines addresses needs of a semi-professional or hobbyist nature. These single and twin cylinder air and water cooled engines, designed initially for groundcare and gardening applications, were subsequently extended to numerous agricultural and power generating uses. With their versatile history Kohler engines offer a variety of choices of horizontal and vertical shaft engines covering a power range up to 29.8 kW. 
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The family of Kohler engines, all with OHV, is:

Aegis, the only water cooled engine of the range, twin cylinder (V-Twin) with a power range of 17.9 to 23.1 kW;

Command-Pro (Twin), twin cylinder air cooled, with a power range of 13.4 to 29.8 kW, available with either horizontal or vertical shaft.
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Command Pro (Single), single cylinder air cooled, available with either horizontal or vertical shaft, with a power range of 4.5 to 11.2 kW.

Command Pro CS, single cylinder air cooled, with a power range of 2.9 to 9.5 kW.

Courage (Twin) and Courage PRO (Twin), twin cylinder air cooled, with a power range of 14.9 to 20.1 kW.
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Courage (Single), single cylinder air cooled, with a power range of 4.1 to 16.4 kW, available with either horizontal or vertical shaft.

Courage XT, single cylinder air cooled, with a power range of 2.6 to 3.5 kW
